Artistic CV and mission of Ruotalibera
Since 1977, the Company Ruotalibera has been approved by the Italian Department for Cultural Goods and Activities – Section of Live Show – within the Subsection of Innovation Theatre for Childhood and Young People.
The Company Ruotalibera Teatro, working since 1977, begins its work with the practice of theatre animation for children and youg people. 

Its research is deeply marked by an attention devoted to topics dealing with the world of childhood and of young people. This has led to develop a poetics of cultural and civil commitment, that aims to give voice to the childhoods of those who are without a voice, as the etymology of the word infancy teaches.

In particular, since 1991, with the artistic direction by Tiziana Lucattini, actress, playwright and director, childhood has been seen as an everlasting condition of difference, and too often as a condition of abandon and scandal. The company chooses definitely a necessary theatre.

The Company has widened its fields of action: beside research, training for children, teenagers and adults and theatrical production, some national theatre seasons are launched, in matinees, at week-ends and nights; some existing experimentations and projects are strengthened, within reading - organised by Nicoletta Stefanini in collaboration with the Library System of the Municipality of Rome and with the project Nati per Leggere (Born to Read) - and within the interculture - organised by Patrizia Lucattini and including projects of Centres of intercultural education and support to integration processes between Italians and Foreigners through game and cultural mediation.

In this way, the poetics of civil commitment has become a practice “in the round”, that gets into social issues and finds its roots there.

Since 2000, the Company has developed a collaboration with the musician Giovanna Marini and the Scuola Popolare di Musica di Testaccio (Popular School of Music) that she founded.

This collaboration has brought to a project supported first by the Municipality of Frascati, and then by the Municipality of Rome – Sixth Administrative District, aiming to promote a permanent relationship between live show, young people and school establishment in its different grades, students and teachers of nurseries, primary schools, junior high schools; in 2010 the project came true and found a permanent seat on the territory of the Sixth Administrative District, with the opening of Centrale Preneste, Teatro per le Nuove Generazioni (Centrale Preneste- Theatre for the New Generations)
Centrale Preneste is a new theatre for live show, with a conception of a modifiable space, depending on different suggestions and scenic ways of thinking (retractable stairs, modular stage, rooms next to the theatre for workshops, rehearsals, small performances).

Ruotalibera cares for the contemporary world and expressions and it aims to become, rather than a place, an artistic and human “situation”, having at its centre pedagogy and training, conceived as a transmission and a sharing of experience. It aspires to an ethic and popular project of Art.

Therefore, it promotes the encounter between different cultures and generations, building up a concrete and lasting relationship of trust and dialogue. This involves first of all the city territory, in its different realities: school, teachers, children and teenagers, libraries, cultural or artistic situations of the surrounding area, multicultures, and families. But it also involves all the National and International territory, where Ruotalibera is already present with shows and artistic projects.

A special dedication is aimed to new generations, from infancy onwards. To these generations Ruotalibera has devoted its story, started more than thirty years ago in Roman suburbs and in places where the young have been living in uncomfortableness.

The show, played by the playwright and director herself, Tiziana Lucattini, and by Marcella Tersigni, has been accompanied in Italy by a photographic exhibition, conceived in collaboration with Amnesty International and the Movimento Nacional Do Meninos e Meninas De Rua, about the condition of children in the South of the World, and it is going around raising funds to sustain the Movimento. In its French version it came out at the Théâtre Pour la Jeunesse Le Grand Bleu in Lille. In its French version, Les souliers rouges has been performed by the same company in many French theatres pour la jeunesse of the national scene, in Belgium and in Switzerland. It is still being performed by different companies in several European Theatres and in the USA.
